Timber is loaded into the machine using the . s
inclined chain deck this ensures that the timber is kept square the timber on the deck is supported
by strong box sections to stop timber falling through.

The timber deck loads the main infeed which uses a
Opusherd to index the timber
adjust for variations in timber length so no small off cut is

left at the end.

The main infeed is much wider than the maximum cutting
diameter which allows maximum diameter twisted timber

and multiple smaller diameter timber to be cut.

Processing small diameter branches or rings that do not

want to be split are
passed straight to the out
feed conveyor.
